Bring 2 pieces of ID when handing in your application or at your interview (SIN, Band/Status #,
Passport, Birth Certificate, MHSC, and/or Driver’s License). A form will be available to fill out at your interview
as well.

e Criminal Record and Vulnerable Sector Check

Complete a criminal record check (with vulnerable sector screening) at your local police or RCMP
station. You will need two pieces of ID and a means of payment (the 245 Smith Street, Winnipeg Location is
open 8:30-3:30 Monday to Friday). Or you can send in a copy of a recent Criminal Record check if you have
had one done for another job (within the last year). You can also apply online if you are from Winnipeg and

e Financial Support
